Service User Committee
The Service User Committee, represents the 
views and wishes of the Recreation 
Members, through regular planning 
evenings and quarterly reports to the 
Management Committee.

All TNC Staff aim to assist Members in the 
experience of recreation and leisure 
choices and progression to Independent 
use of recreational facilities in the local 
community. Volunteers are needed to help 
implement activities successfully.

Newsletter and Activities
Activities and Holidays carry a charge to 
Members. Cost and details of future 
activities and other issues of interest are 
published in a monthly Newsletter for 
Blacktown Members and a quarterly 
newsletter for Mt. Druitt members. The 
Newsletters are distributed to Club 
Members, associated organisations, 
community and local government 
organisations. People wanting to join in an 
activity make a booking either over the 
phone or in person.

Membership
Upon application, an interview will be 
conducted to establish if you require full or 
associate membership. Membership is paid 
annually.

Full membership  = $20   
Associate membership  = $10 

TNC Inc. was founded in 1979 and incorporated in 1990. It is 
managed by a Management Committee which includes parents, 
friends, and other interested community members or professionals.

The Club arranges activities and holidays for members, that 
encourage integration using community facilities & transport 
when possible.

Activities are offered on weeknights and weekends and  
include Dinner with Friends, DVD & Pizza nights, BBQs and 
day trips.

Holidays are offered on weekends or a week long basis to 
various Australian and overseas destinations.

At times, Members express interest in specific topics. Where 
possible, the Club can arrange a short course on those 
subjects. For example, Women’s Health Needs, Computers, 
Relationships or First Aid.
